Site Selection Policy – Urban Design Team Community Landfill Fund Applications

Checklist for initial assessment of  projects suitability for Community Landfill Fund funding:

Essential

Project falls within BCEP’s charitable objectives :
i)
The protection, improvement or conservation of the physical and natural environment.

ii)
The promotion of urban and rural regeneration.

iii) 
The provision of facilities for recreation and other leisure-time occupation in the interests of social welfare with the object of improving the conditions of life for the persons for whom they are intended.
iv)
The provision of public works and services and the provision of public amenities.
v)
To develop the capacity, competence, skills and understanding of members of the community in such a way that they are better able to identify, and help meet, their needs and to participate more fully in society.

vi) To advance the education of the public and in particular young people concerning the benefits of local food production, sound nutrition, cooking, and the environment.

vii)
The preservation, protection and promotion of good health.
Proposed project falls within Entrust/Landfill Operators guidelines to attract Community Landfill Fund Funding.

Site is suitable for project proposed.

Planning permission (if required) is likely to be approved. (Based on the assessment made by BCEP staff).
The source of Third party funding has been identified.

Community support has been demonstrated.

Desirable

Land ownership is clear and understood. (This is something UDT could assist with)

Permission has been obtained from landowner or a lease of suitable length is held. (This is something UDT could assist with)

A community organisation has identified the need for the project. 

The organisation involved has constitution/accounts/appropriate policies readily available. (This is something Bradford CVS or Keighley VS could assist with)

Third party funding is confirmed.

Match funding is available/secured. . (This is something UDT could assist with)

Some form of community consultation has already taken place with positive results. (This is something UDT could assist with).

There has been consultation with possible disabled users/groups. (This is something UDT could assist with).

Maintenance of the site has been considered and provision made. (This is something UDT could assist with).

Providing all essentials are met then client should be advised that an application could be put forward for consideration, providing all information and confirmations required by the relevant Community Landfill Fund operator (most listed under desirable) can be prepared,  supplied. (This is something UDT should assist with).

Community Landfill Fund Applications
1. A member of BCEP’s Urban d4sign Team will visit the proposed site and make assessments of it with regard to the site selection criteria

2. The finding of the site assessment visit will be discussed with The Urban design Team Leader and the CEO at an assessment meeting.

3. The Assessment meeting recommendations will be communicated to the site group and at the next Board meeting the Trustees of BCEP.
